Vincenzo Solimene Prize
 From a very young age, Vincenzo Solimene (1925-2001), displayed a desire to broaden his knowlege of the art of ceramics. He took lessons from a master, Renato Rossi, mentor to many of Vietri’s finest ceramic artists, and together with his father Antonio, started Vincenzo Solimene and Sons which has become a pillar of the international ceramics industry. In 1951 Solimene asked architect Paolo Soleri, mastermind behind the City of the Future in Arizona, to design the impressive example of modern architecture which is still the home of Ceramica Artistica Solimene to this day. In addition to his contribution to the tourist industry and general economic development of Vietri sul Mare, Vincenzo Solimene will always be remembered for his sensitivity to the needs of young people, a feeling he instilled in his own children who now run the company and continue in his footsteps.

Art.5
Travel and lodging expenses are the candidate’s responsibility. 

Art.6
Candidates will not be admitted to the competition unless payment and documents are received in advance. The entry fee will not be refunded if the applicant withdraws from the competition after registration.

Art.7   
Candidates in categories A, B, C and D will perform one or more pieces of their own choice in  one single round.
Candidates in categories E will perform one or more pieces of their own choice in one round only. The presented pieces must be from the periods indicated in Art.9.

Art.8
Before the round candidates must present proof of identity and provide the jury with two copies of the chosen compositions.

Art.9
Auditions Programme

The Vietri sul Mare-Amalfi Coast International Piano Competition

Single Round Competition
The programme includes one or more pieces of the candidate’s choice

Cat. A - Maximum length: 6 minutes 

Cat. B - Maximum length: 10 minutes 

Cat. C - Maximum length: 15 minutes 
Cat. D - Maximum length: 20 minutes
Cat. E -  (Maximum length: 30 minutes) 
Single Round Competition

Each competitor  of Cat. E  must present:
- One or more composition of the Classical period
- One or more composition of the Romantic period
- One or more compositions of the candidate’s choice

 Art.10
All pieces must be performed in their original version. Abridged versions will not be accepted, but transcriptions of published works for piano originally composed for orchestra are permitted.

  Art. 11
Competitors must register on the day and at the time which will be communicated to them. Daily practice facilities will be provided during the competition period. A practice schedule will be set based on request. Candidates may practice on pianos at the A. Napolitano piano shop at 20, Via A. Diaz  in Salerno.

Art. 12

Competitors of the  Vietri sul Mare- Amalfi Coast International Piano Competition may register in higher age categories if desired. Those competitors who ranked first in an age category in the 2008 competition must register in a higher category. 

Art.13
All the auditions are open to the public.
The Jury decides the order of appearance of the competitors.
Any competitor absent during roll-call will be excluded from the competitions, except in the case where late arrival is the result of "force majeure" and  the first round has not already been completed. In this case the Secretary must be informed immediately by the candidate. 

Art.14
The Organizing Committee may cancel one or more categories in the case of too few entries. Competitors will be promptly informed and the entry fee refunded. The organization does not assume any responsibility for missed or late-arriving communications to the competitors, nor does it accept responsibility for damages during the competitions. In the event of a dispute as to the interpretation of the rules, a decision will be taken on the basis of the printed text.

Art.15
Candidates will be informed of the jury's decisions at the end of the auditions in each section.

JURY

Art.16
The jury is made up of highly respected Italian and foreign Conservatory teachers as well as eminent musicians and critics. Those jury members who have had  teacher-student relationships with any of the competitors within the last two years must inform the chairperson and must abstain from deliberations and voting in  relation to the competitor in question.

Art.17
The Artistic Director or a delegate may vote as part of the jury panel. 


Art.18
If necessary the chairperson of the Jury or a delegated member may ask competitors to stop the recital or repeat it. In the case of temporary unavailability of one of the jurors, the Artistic Director may nominate a substitute.

Art.19
The decisions of the Jury are final and cannot be appealed.
The Jury is obliged to examine all queries related to regulations and provide answers as quickly as possible.
The Jury will publicly announce its decisions at the end of all the auditions.
All Jury decisions shall be expressed in written form, signed and approved by the chairperson or the delegated member at the end of each session. 

Art.20
The final score represents the average score of the jury members, excluding the lowest and the highest, and is published with the list of winners after each round. Each member’s individual evaluations are included in the official voting record but the chairperson can decide whether or not to make them public.

Art.21
The Jury may decide not to award prizes.


Art.22
The winners in each category of the Vietri sul Mare-Amalfi Coast Competition, as well as those of the Antonio Napolitano Piano Prize and F. Chopin Prize , will receive their awards from the Jury members, the Artistic Committee and the local authorities at the end of all the competitions. The first-prize winner in each category as well as the first, second and third A. Napolitano Piano Prize winners, the F. Chopin prize winner and  the Salerno Conservatoire scholarship winner must play without remuneration in the prize-giving day concert. That will take place at the Giuseppe Verdi Theatre of Salerno Candidates can choose their final concert programme from among those pieces performed during the competitions, subject to consent by the Jury.
Non-participation in the awards ceremony or ensuing concert will result in loss of the prize. Prizes will not be sent by mail.
